  (2) “NONRESIDENT BUSINESS” MEANS A BUSINESS WHOSE 1 

PRINCIPAL OFFICE IS OUTSIDE THE COUNTY. 2 

 

  (3) “PRINCIPAL OFFICE” MEANS THE OFFICE, IN OR OUT OF THE 3 

STATE, WHERE THE PRINCIPAL EXECUTIVE OFFICE OF A DOMESTIC OR FOREIGN 4 

CORPORATION IS LOCATED AND THAT IS DESIGNATED IN THE ANNUAL REPORT OR 5 

APPLICATION FOR AUTHORITY TO TRANSACT BUSINESS IN THE STATE. 6 

 

  (4) “RESIDENT BUSINESS” MEANS A BUSINESS WHOSE PRINCIPAL 7 

OFFICE IS IN THE COUNTY. 8 

 

 (B) (1) NOTWITHSTANDING § 6–101(D) OF THIS TITLE, THE COUNTY 9 

COMMISSIONERS MAY ENACT AN ORDINANCE THAT GIVES A PERCENTAGE 10 

PREFERENCE UNDER WHICH A QUALIFYING RESIDENT BUSINESS THAT SUBMITS A 11 

RESPONSIVE BID OR OFFER THAT EXCEEDS THE LOWEST RESPONSIVE BID OR OFFER 12 

BY A NONRESIDENT BUSINESS BY NOT MORE THAN A SPECIFIED PERCENTAGE MAY 13 

BE AWARDED THE CONTRACT. 14 

 

  (2) THE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS SHALL COMPLY WITH THE 15 

PROVISIONS OF §§ 9–105 AND 9–106 OF THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT ARTICLE OF THE 16 

ANNOTATED CODE OF MARYLAND WHEN ENACTING AN ORDINANCE IN 17 

ACCORDANCE WITH THIS SECTION. 18 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 19
