  (2) IS CONTAINED IN AN ACCOUNT OR IS A SUM PAYABLE ON A CHECK 3 

DRAWN AGAINST AN ACCOUNT THAT WAS ESTABLISHED UNDER:  4 

 

   (I) TITLE 18, SUBTITLE 19 OF THE EDUCATION ARTICLE;  5 

 

   (II) TITLE 18, SUBTITLE 19A OF THE EDUCATION ARTICLE; OR  6 

 

   (III) TITLE 18, SUBTITLE 19C OF THE EDUCATION ARTICLE. 7 

 

 (B) THIS TITLE APPLIES TO A SUM PAYABLE ON A CHECK DRAWN AGAINST 8 

AN ACCOUNT ESTABLISHED UNDER TITLE 18 OF THE EDUCATION ARTICLE.  9 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect June 10
