SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Education
4-142.
(A) THIS SECTION APPLIES ONLY IN MONTGOMERY COUNTY.
(B) MONTGOMERY COUNTY PUBLIC SCHOOLS SHALL REQUIRE TRAINING
FOR SCHOOL PERSONNEL ON THE PREVENTION OF ANTISEMITISM, ISLAMOPHOBIA,

AND OTHER FORMS OF RELIGIOUS DISCRIMINATION.

(c) THE COUNTY SCHOOL SYSTEM SHALL CONSULT WITH RELEVANT
