FOR the purpose of establishing a manufacturer’s limited beer, wine, and liquor permit in
Frederick County; authorizing the Board of License Commissioners for Frederick
County to issue a permit to holders of certain manufacturer’s licenses; requiring the
Board to adopt certain regulations; and generally relating to alcoholic beverages in
Frederick County.

20-402.1.

(A) THERE IS A MANUFACTURER’S LIMITED BEER, WINE, AND LIQUOR
PERMIT.

(B) THE BOARD MAY ISSUE THE PERMIT TO A HOLDER OF A
MANUFACTURER’S LICENSE WITH A LOCAL ON-SITE CONSUMPTION PERMIT UNDER
§ 2-202 OR § 2-207 OF THIS ARTICLE.

(c) (1) THE SUBJECT TO PARAGRAPH (2) OF THIS SUBSECTION, THE
PERMIT AUTHORIZES THE HOLDER TO ALLOW A LICENSED CATERER OR OTHER
CONTRACTED PARTY TO PROVIDE SEALED BEER, WINE, AND LIQUOR PRODUCTS NOT
MANUFACTURED BY THE HOLDER DURING PRIVATE EVENTS FOR ON-PREMISES
CONSUMPTION AT THE PREMISES LICENSED FOR THE MANUFACTURER’S LICENSE.

(2) THE HOLDER MAY NOT HAVE A DIRECT OR INDIRECT PECUNIARY
INTEREST IN THE LICENSED CATERER OR OTHER CONTRACTED PARTY.

(D) THE HOLDER SHALL REQUEST APPROVAL FROM THE BOARD BEFORE
EACH EVENT.

(E) THE BOARD SHALL ADOPT REGULATIONS TO CARRY OUT THIS SECTION,
INCLUDING:
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(1) CRITERIA FOR APPROVING EVENTS; AND
(2) SETTING THE ANNUAL PERMIT FEE.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July
1, 2024.
