Advisory Committee; altering the circumstances under which individuals without a 9 

license to practice medicine may perform X–ray duties; and generally relating to 10 

limited licensed radiologic technologists the performance of X–ray duties by 11 

individuals without a license.

EQUIPMENT AND RADIATION PRODUCTION, MEDICAL TERMINOLOGY, AND PATIENT 25

    C. COMPLETED AT LEAST 480 HOURS OF CLINICAL 27 

TRAINING AND SUCCESSFULLY COMPLETED A MINIMUM OF FIVE COMPETENCIES IN 28 

EACH BODY PART LISTED IN ITEM (2) OF THIS SUBSECTION UNDER THE DIRECT 29 

SUPERVISION OF A RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGIST CERTIFIED BY THE AMERICAN 30 

REGISTRY OF RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGISTS; 31 

 

    D. ACHIEVED A PASSING SCORE, AS DETERMINED BY 32 

THE BOARD, ON THE AMERICAN REGISTRY OF RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGISTS 33 
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EXAMINATION FOR LIMITED SCOPE OF PRACTICE IN RADIOGRAPHY OR AN 1 

ALTERNATIVE EXAMINATION APPROVED BY THE BOARD; AND 2 

 

    E. REGISTERED WITH THE BOARD ATTESTING TO THE 3 

COMPLETION OF THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS ITEM AND THE COMPLETION OF AT 4 

LEAST 24 HOURS OF APPROVED CONTINUING EDUCATION CREDITS EARNED DURING 5 

THE 2–YEAR PERIOD IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING THE DATE OF INITIAL 6 

REGISTRATION AND EVERY 2 YEARS THEREAFTER; OR 7 

 

    2. By a licensed physician assistant who has completed a 8 

course that includes anterior–posterior and lateral radiographic studies of extremities on 9 

at least 20 separate patients under the direct supervision of the delegating physician or 10 

radiologist using a mini C–arm or similar low–level radiation machine to perform 11 

nonfluoroscopic X–ray procedures, if the duties: 12

X–RAY DUTIES WITHOUT A LICENSE UNDER SUBSECTION (E) OF THIS SECTION IS 20 

RESPONSIBLE FOR ENSURING THAT ALL REQUIREMENTS OF SUBSECTION (E) OF 21 

THIS SECTION ARE MET FOR EACH X–RAY EXAMINATION PERFORMED. 22 

 

 (H) IF AN UNLICENSED INDIVIDUAL PERFORMS X–RAY DUTIES WITHOUT 23 

MEETING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SUBSECTION (E) OF THIS SECTION, THE BOARD 24 

MAY IMPOSE A CIVIL PENALTY OF UP TO: 25 

 

  (1) $5,000 FOR EACH VIOLATION ON THE PHYSICIAN’S OFFICE WHERE 26 

THE VIOLATION OCCURRED; AND 27 

 

  (2) $1,000 FOR EACH VIOLATION ON THE INDIVIDUAL WHO 28 

COMMITTED THE VIOLATION.  29

 (d) “Committee” means the Radiation Therapy, Radiography, Nuclear Medicine 11 

Technology, [and] Radiology Assistance, AND LIMITED LICENSED RADIOLOGIC 12 

TECHNOLOGY Advisory Committee of the Board. 13 

 

 [(f)] (E) “License” means a license issued by the Board to practice as a radiation 14 

therapist, radiographer, nuclear medicine technologist, [or] radiologist assistant, OR 15 

LIMITED LICENSED RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGIST. 16 

 

 [(g)] (F) “Licensed nuclear medicine technologist” means a nuclear medicine 17 

technologist who is licensed by the Board to practice nuclear medicine technology. 18 

 

 [(h)] (G) “Licensed radiation therapist” means a radiation therapist who is 19 

licensed by the Board to practice radiation therapy. 20 

 

 [(i)] (H) “Licensed radiographer” means a radiographer who is licensed by the 21 

Board to practice radiography. 22 

 

 [(j)] (I) “Licensed radiologist assistant” means an individual who is licensed to 23 

practice radiology assistance under the supervision of a licensed physician who: 24 

 

  (1) Specializes in radiology; and 25 

 

  (2) Is certified by: 26 

 

   (i) The American Board of Radiology; 27 

 

   (ii) The American Osteopathic Board of Radiology; 28 

 

   (iii) The British Royal College of Radiology; or 29 
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   (iv) The Canadian College of Physicians and Surgeons. 1 

 

 (J) “LIMITED LICENSED RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGIST” MEANS AN 2 

INDIVIDUAL WHO IS LICENSED TO PRACTICE LIMITED LICENSED RADIOLOGIC 3 

TECHNOLOGY UNDER THE SUPERVISION OF A LICENSED PHYSICIAN. 4 

 

 (k) “Licensee” means an individual who is licensed by the Board to practice as a 5 

radiation therapist, a radiographer, a nuclear medicine technologist, [or] radiologist 6 

assistant, OR LIMITED LICENSED RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGIST. 7 

 

 (l) “National certifying board” means: 8 

 

  (1) The American Registry of Radiologic Technologists; 9 

 

  (2) The Nuclear Medicine Technology Certifying Board; or 10 

 

  (3) Another certifying organization approved by the Board. 11 

 

 (M) “PRACTICE LIMITED LICENSED RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGY” MEANS TO 12 

PERFORM RADIOGRAPHIC PROCEDURES EMPLOYING EQUIPMENT THAT EMITS 13 

IONIZING RADIATION THAT IS LIMITED TO SPECIFIC AREAS OF THE HUMAN BODY. 14 

 

 [(m)] (N) “Practice nuclear medicine technology” means to: 15 

 

  (1) Prepare and administer radiopharmaceuticals to human beings; or 16 

 

  (2) Conduct in vivo detection and measurement of radioactivity for medical 17 

purposes to assist in the diagnosis and treatment of disease or injury. 18 

 

 [(n)] (O) “Practice radiation therapy” means to perform tumor localization 19 

radiography and apply therapeutic doses of radiation for the treatment of disease or injury. 20 

 

 [(o)] (P) “Practice radiography” means to use ionizing radiation to: 21 

 

  (1) Demonstrate portions of the human body to assist in the diagnosis or 22 

localization of disease or injury; or 23 

 

  (2) Perform tumor localization radiography. 24 

 

 [(p)] (Q) “Practice radiology assistance” means to practice radiography and to 25 

perform: 26 

 

  (1) Fluoroscopy and selected radiology procedures; 27 

 

  (2) Patient assessment; and 28 
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  (3) Patient management. 1 

 

 [(q)] (R) “Supervision” means the responsibility of a licensed physician to 2 

exercise on–site or immediately available direction for licensees. 3

   [(ix)] (X) [One] TWO shall be [a] consumer [member] MEMBERS. 26 
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 (c) (1) From among its members, the Committee shall elect a chair once every 1 

2 years. 2 

 

  (2) The chair, or the chair’s designee, shall serve in an advisory capacity to 3 

the Board as a representative of the Committee. 4 

 

 (d) The consumer [member] MEMBERS of the Committee: 5 

 

  (1) Shall be [a member] MEMBERS of the general public; 6 

 

  (2) May not be or ever have been a health care professional or in training 7 

to be a health care professional; and 8 

 

  (3) May not: 9 

 

   (i) Participate or ever have participated in a commercial or 10 

professional field related to radiation therapy, radiography, nuclear medicine technology, 11 

[or] radiology assistance, OR LIMITED LICENSED RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGY; 12 

 

   (ii) Have a household member who participates in a commercial or 13 

professional field related to radiation therapy, radiography, nuclear medicine technology, 14 

[or] radiology assistance, OR LIMITED LICENSED RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGY; or 15 

 

   (iii) Have had within 2 years before appointment a financial interest 16 

in a person regulated by the Board. 17 

 

 (e) (1) The term of a member is 3 years. 18 

 

  (2) The terms of members are staggered as required by regulation. 19 

 

  (3) At the end of a term, a member continues to serve until a successor is 20 

appointed and qualifies. 21 

 

  (4) A member may not serve more than 2 consecutive full terms. 22

  (5) On request, review applications for licensure as a radiation therapist, 10 

radiographer, nuclear medicine technologist, [or] radiologist assistant, OR LIMITED 11 

LICENSED RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGIST and make recommendations to the Board; 12 

 

  (6) Develop and recommend to the Board continuing education 13 

requirements for license renewal; 14 

 

  (7) Advise the Board on matters related to the practice of radiation 15 

therapy, the practice of radiography, the practice of nuclear medicine technology, [and] the 16 

practice of radiology assistance, AND THE PRACTICE OF LIMITED LICENSED 17 

RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGY; 18 

 

  (8) Keep a record of its proceedings; and 19

radiation therapist, radiographer, nuclear medicine technologist, [or] radiologist assistant, 31

operations, preparations, and practices listed in regulation. 2 

 

  (2) A radiologist assistant may not: 3 

 

   (i) Interpret images; 4 

 

   (ii) Make diagnoses; or 5 

 

   (iii) Prescribe medications or therapies. 6

licensed by the Board before the individual may practice radiation therapy, radiography, 9

  (2) A radiologist assistant may not: 12 

 

   (i) Interpret images; 13

 (b) This section does not apply to: 16 

 

  (1) An individual employed by the federal government as a radiation 17 

therapist, radiographer, a nuclear medicine technologist, [or] radiologist assistant, OR 18 

LIMITED LICENSED RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGIST while the individual is practicing 19 

within the scope of that employment; or 20 

 

  (2) A radiation therapy student, a radiography student, a nuclear medicine 21 

technology student, [or] a radiology assistant student, OR A LIMITED LICENSED 22 

RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGIST STUDENT enrolled in an education program which is 23 

accredited by an approved accrediting organization while practicing radiation therapy, 24 

radiography, nuclear medicine technology, [or] radiology assistance, OR LIMITED 25 

LICENSED RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGY in that program. 26

  (3) Be certified in advanced cardiac life support; and 19 

 

  (4) Be certified as a radiologist assistant by the American Registry of 20 

Radiologic Technologists. 21 

 

 (D) IN ADDITION TO THE REQUIREMENTS OF SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS 22 

SECTION, TO QUALIFY FOR A LICENSE TO PRACTICE AS A LIMITED LICENSED 23 

RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGIST, AN APPLICANT SHALL MEET THE REQUIREMENTS OF 24
