SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:
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(a)
Program.
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In this subtitle the following words have the meanings indicated.

“Eligible institution” means [a]:

(1) A public senior higher education institution in the State; OR

(2) A COMMUNITY COLLEGE IN THE STATE.

There is a Maryland Police Officers and Probation Agents Scholarship
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(b) The purpose of the program is to provide tuition assistance for students who
are:

(1) Attending an eligible institution and enrolled in a degree program that
would further the student’s intent to become a police officer or probation agent after
graduation: or

(2) Employed as a police officer or probation agent, attending an eligible
institution, and enrolled in a degree program that would further the police officer’s or
probation officer’s career.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act is an emergency
measure, is necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health or safety, has
been passed by a yea and nay vote supported by three—fifths of all the members elected to
each of the two Houses of the General Assembly, and shall take effect from the date it is
enacted.
