12 SECTION 1. BEIT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF

13 MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

14 Article- Transportation
15 16-113.
16 (a) In addition to the vision and other restrictions provided for inthis subtitle,

17 whenit issues adriver's license, the Administration for good cause may impose on the
18 licensee:

19 (1) Any redtrictions suitable to the licensee's driving abilitywith respect to
20 thetype of special mechanical control devicesrequired on motor vehicles that the
21 licensee may drive; and

22 (2) An dcohal restriction which prohibits the licensee from driving or
23 attempting to drive a motor vehicle while having acohal in the licensee's blood; and
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1 (3) Any other restrictions applicable to the licensee that the Administration
2 determines appropriate to assure the safe driving of amotor vehicle bythe licensee.

3 (b) (1) Notwithstanding the licensee's driving record, the Administration shall

4 impose on each licensee under the age of 21 years an a cohol restriction that prohibits the
5 licensee from driving or attempting to drive amotor vehicle with an acohol concentration
6 of 0.02 or more as determined by an anaysis of the person's blood or breath.

7 (2) An dcohoal restriction imposed under this subsection expires when the
8 licensee reaches the age of 21 years.

9 (3) This subsection may not be construed or applied to limit:

10 (i) The authority of the Administration to impose on alicensee an
11 acohol restriction described in subsection (a)(2) of this section; or

12 (i) The application of any other provision of law that prohibits
13 consumption of an a coholic beverage by an individual under the age of 21 years.

14 (c) (1) Subject to the provisions of paragraph (2) of this subsection, the
15 Administration may:

16 (i) Issue a specid restricted license; or
17 (ii) Set forth the restrictions on the usua license form.
18 (2) The Administration shall indicate on the license of alicensee under the

19 age of 21 yearsthat an alcohol restriction has been imposed on the licensee under
20 subsection (b) of this section.

21 (d) (1) In addition to the other restrictions provided in this subtitle, the
22 Administration may issue a provisiona driver's license to applicants who are under the
23 ageof 18.

24 (2) Thelicense may be restricted by requiring that the licensee be
25 accompanied and supervised at certain times by alicensed driver who isat least 21 years
26 old.

27 (3) The Administrator may modify or waive the restriction if the restriction
28 would affect adversely:

29 (i) The employment or opportunity for employment of the licensee;

30 (ii) The participation of the licensee in an organized volunteer
31 program approved by the Administration and designed to provide transportation to
32 prevent alcohal- or drug-related driving offenses and promote highway safety; or

33 (iii) The opportunity of the licensee to participate in athletic events
34 and related training sessions.

35 (e) In addition to the other restrictions provided under this subtitle, the

36 Administration may issue adriver's license that isvalid only in the State of Maryland to
37 an applicant who has been suspended in another jurisdiction as aresultof failing to

38 comply with the financia responsibility requirements of that jurisdiction.
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1 (f) After receiving satisfactory evidence of any violation of arestricted or

2 provisiona driver's license, the Administration may suspend or revoke the license.

3 However, thelicensee may request a hearing as provided for a suspension or revocation
4 under Subtitle 2 of thistitle.

5 (9) (1) The Administration shall impose an acohal restriction undersubsection

6 (8)(2) of this section that prohibits an individua for aperiod of 3 years from driving or

7 attempting to drive with acohal in theindividua's blood on any licensee who is convicted
8 of any combination of two or more violations under 8 21-902(a) or (b) of this article.

9 (2) If acircuit court or a Digtrict Court orders alicensee not to drive or
10 attempt to drive amotor vehicle with acohol in the licensee's blood, the Administration
11 shall have the licensee's driving record and driver's license reflect that the court ordered
12 regtriction wasimposed, and shall keep records of the order.

13 (h) Anindividual may not drive avehiclein any manner that violates any
14 restriction imposed BY THE ADMINISTRATION in arestricted license issued to the
15 individud.

16 (i) Anindividua may not drive avehicle in any manner that violates any
17 restriction imposed in aprovisiona licenseissued to the individual.

18 (J) AN INDIVIDUAL MAY NOT DRIVE OR ATTEMPT TO DRIVE A MOTOR
19 VEHICLEWITH ALCOHOL IN THE INDIVIDUAL'S BLOOD IN VIOLATION OF A
20 RESTRICTION IMPOSED BY A COURT.
