19 WHEREAS, In September 1993, the Maryland State Superintendent of Schools

20 established the Maryland Task Force on Gifted and Talented Education, which was
21 charged with studying the current status of gifted and tal ented education across the State
22 and making appropriate recommendations; and

23 WHEREAS, The Task Force recommended that the State Department of
24 Education provide ongoing funding for gifted and tal ented education services to local
25 school systemsto assist them in meeting the needs of gifted and talented students; and

26 WHEREAS, The Task Force identified the selection, training, development, and
27 evauation of staff who educate gifted and talented students as a critical element in any
28 program to provide for the specia needs of these students; and

29 WHEREAS, The Task Force emphasized the importance of identifying students
30 in need of gifted and tal ented services, ascertaining the needs of those students, and
31 providing an appropriate range of services to meet their needs; now, therefore,
