8 control, predictability, profitability, and efficiency, should never be allowed to apply to
9 the production of humans; and

10 WHEREAS, Social, ethicd, and mora val ues should not be sacrificed in favor of
11 the dubious potentia benefits of scientific experimentation in human cloning; and

12 WHEREAS, Cloning would tend to deval ue human life or dehumanize mankind;

14 WHEREAS, In arecently published poll, 90% of respondents favored prohibiting

15 cloning by law; now, therefore, beit

16 RESOLVED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, That itisthe
17 intent of the Generd Assembly of Maryland to ban State funding of cloning and cloning
18 research that would replicate a human being; and be it further
