Vehicle Laws - Special Registration Plates- Honor ably Dischar ged Veterans

3 FOR the purpose of establishing special registration numbers and special registration
4 plates for certain motor vehicles that are owned by certain personswho are

5 honorably discharged from a branch of the armed forces of the United States
6 and who apply for special regidtration from the Motor Vehicle Administration;
7 requiring certain applicants for special registration to provide certain proof to
8 the Adminigtration that the applicant ishonorably discharged from a branch of
9 the armed forces of the United States; describing the content of certain specia
10 registration plates under certain circumstances; and generally relating to the
11 issuance of special registration numbers and special registration plates for

12 certain motor vehicles that are owned by certain persons who are honorably
13 discharged from a branch of the armed forces of the United States.

Thefee shall be calculated to recover the costs incurred by the
25 Adminidration in carrying out the provisions of this section.

4 (d) (@D} The Administration, in consultation with the U.S. Department of
5 Defense and appropriate representatives of the various branches of the armed forces,

6 shall adopt regulations specifying those armed forces medal s that are of the type

7 described in subsection [(8)](A)(2) of this section and which, when awarded to an

8 individual, qualify that individual to apply for special registration under this section.

9 2 The Administration may adopt other regulations as necessary to
10 govern theissuance of special registration numbers and special registration plates
11 under this section.

12 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
13 October 1, 1999.
