16 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
17 MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read asfollows:

21 amunicipal infraction:
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1 (i) 1 The Didtrict Court shall order the person to pay the fine,
2 including any doubling of the fing, not to exceed the limits under paragraph (2) of this
3 subsection;

22 body of any county may authorize the county attorney to prosecute a civil zoning

23 violation.

24 (9 If aperson is found by the Digtrict Court to have committed a civil
25 zoning violation, [he] THE PERSON shall be liable for the costs of the proceedingsin
26 the District Court.
