FOR the purpose of altering provisions of law concerning the use of certain

appearance fees by-the Wicomico-County-Court-Library collected by the Clerk of

20 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF

3 (V) (1) The Clerk of the Circuit Court for Wicomico County shall deposit NOT
4 LESSTHAN MONTHLY all appearance fees collected by the Clerk under this section

5 into aspecial account TO BE known as["Bar Library Account"] THE "COURT AND BAR

6 LIBRARY ACCOUNT".

7 (2 The Account shall be [used] for [purchasing and maintaining legal

8 publications recommended by the Wicomico County Bar Association and approved by

9 the County Adminigrative Judge for Wicomico County. The Account shall also be

10 used to pay the salary of alibrarian if alibrarian is considered necessary by the

11 Wicomico County Bar Association] THE GENERAL USE OF THE COURT LIBRARY AND
12 FOR THE MAINTENANCE AND IMPROVEMENT OF THE COURT'S FACILITIESAND
13 EQUIPMENT.

14 (3) FUNDSIN THE ACCOUNT SHALL BE DISBURSED ON THE APPROVAL
15 OF THE COUNTY ADMINISTRATIVE JUDGE.

16 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
