19 license to the Motor Vehicle Administration for a determination whenever the
20 Executive Director findsthat[:

3 chargeable accidents under the rules and rate schedules of the Fund filed with the

4 Commissioner INVOLVING THIRD-PARTY LIABILITY, regardiess of the number of
5 points assessed for those accidents|[; and

7 on third-party liability].

8 (2 The Executive Director may refer any other matter about an
9 insured's driving record to the Motor Vehicle Administration for a determination.

10 (b) If, after ahearing, the Motor Vehicle Administration suspends or revokes
11 theinsured's driver's license, the Executive Director shall cancel or refuse to continue
12 the coverage after having given the notice required under § 27-604 27-601 of this

13 article.

14 (o If the Motor Vehicle Administration does not suspend or revoke the
15 insured's driver's license under subsection (b) of this section, the Executive Director
16 may not cancel or refuse to continue the coverage of the insured.

18 October 1, 2000.
