16 (b) The information shall reflect whether any of the following acts, when done
17 by adriver of amotor vehicle who was at fault in atraffic accident, were a
18 contributing cause of the accident:

20 2 Using persona communication technologies other than acell phone;
21 (3) Reading or writing;

22 4 Smoking, or consuming food or beverage; and

24 (o) The information shall be collected from July 1, 2001 to September 30,
25 2003, both inclusive.

26 (d) The information collected shall be organized by county and local
27 jurisdiction.
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1 (e The Department of State Police shall report quarterly on the information
2 collected to the Administrator of the Motor Vehicle Administration.

3 Q) The Administrator of the Motor Vehicle Adminigration, or a designee,
4 shall report on the information, subject to § 2-1246 of the State Government Article,
5 to the General Assembly not later than December 15, 2003.
