21 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
22 MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read asfollows:

3 (h) Q) In this subsection, "new local school board funds' means additional
4 funding provided by thelocal school boards for elementary school librariesin excess of

5 thefiscal 1998 funding provided by the local school boards for elementary AND

6 SECONDARY schoal libraries.

7 2 For fiscal year 1999 and every fiscal year thereafter, the Governor
8 shall incdlude in each year's operating budget atotal of [$3,000,000] $4,500,000 in

9 grantstolocal school systems for the purpose of enhancing elementary AND

10 SECONDARY schooal library programs.

11 (3) In order to receive funds under this subsection, each county board
12 shall match the State grant dollar for dollar with new local school board funds.

13 4 To the extent that alocal school board does not provide new local
14 school board funds to meet the local match required in paragraph (3) of this
15 subsection, the State grant shall revert to the General Fund.

16 (5) The State Superintendent shall establish guiddines and criteria for
17 the expenditure of funds under this subsection. In devel oping guidelines, priority
18 shall be given to updating library book and other resource collections.

33 2 To the extent that alocal school system achieves the intended
34 funding level in a particular targeted program for at-risk students, the local school
35 system may divert funds to other targeted programsif the programs are identified in
36 the school system's comprehensive plan and approved by the Department.

37 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
38 July 1, 2001.
