12 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
13 MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read asfollows:

14 interestsin any mining operation, one to be aresident of Garrett County and one to
15 be aresident of Allegany County, appointed by the Secretary for 3-year terms; and

16 (viii)  Three members of the Department of Natural Resources
17 appointed by the Secretary of Natural Resources.

18 2 Committee members representing the community or local

19 government shall receive the per diem set by the Secretary for each day they meet
20 with the Committee or are called on by the chairman to transact other business of the
21 Committee. Funds for the per diem allowances shall be provided for in the budget of
22 the Department.

23 (3) The Committee shall meet a the chairman's request and at least
24 twiceayear. A quorum consists of at least 9 members. No action may be approved by
25 the Committee unless a quorum is present and a mgjority of those present approves
26 theaction.

27 4 MEMBERS OF THE LAND RECLAMATION COMMITTEE SHALL FILE A
28 UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF THE INTERIOR STATE EMPLOYEE STATEMENT OF
29 EMPLOYMENT AND FINANCIAL INTERESTS.
