14 SECTION 1. BEIT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
15 MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read asfollows:

18 (b) (5) 0) In Prince George's County, the compensation for each election

19 day actually served shall be:

20 1 [$150] $200 per day for two chief eection judges; and
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1 2. [$100] $125 per day for every other eection judge.

2 (i) 1 In Prince George's County, except as provided under
3 sub-subparagraph 2 of this subparagraph, dection judges and alternate election

4 judges shall receive $25 as compensation for completing the course of instruction

5 required under § 10-206 of this suktitle.

6 2. An election judge or alternate el ection judge may not

7 receive the compensation authorized under this subparagraph if the el ection judge
8 refuses to serve on an election day, unlessthelocal board excuses the eection judge.

9 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, pursuant to Article 11,
10 Section 35 of the Congtitution of Maryland, this Act may not be construed to extend or
11 apply to the salary or compensation of the Prince George's County election judgesin
12 office on the effective date of this Act, but the provisions of this Act concerning the
13 salary or compensation of the Prince George's County el ection judges shall take effect
14 at the beginning of the next following term of office.

15 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
16 October 1, 2001.
