1 AN ACT concerning

Department of Transportation - Citizens Committee for the Enhancement of
3 Communities Surrounding Baltimor e-Washington Inter national Airport

4 FOR the purpose of creating a Citizens Committee for the Enhancement of

5 Communities Surrounding Baltimore-Washington International Airport;

6 specifying the membership of the Citizens Committee; providing for the terms of
7 office of members of the Citizens Committee; specifying the terms of theinitial
8 members of the Citizens Committee; requiring the appointment of a chairman of
9 the Citizens Committee; providing for the meetings of the Citizens Committee;
10 requiring the Secretary of Transportation or the Secretary's designee to attend
11 certain meetings; prohibiting members of the Citizens Committee from

12 receiving compensation or reimbursement for expenses; specifying the duties of
13 the Citizens Committee; requiring the Secretary to consider the

14 recommendations of the Citizens Committee; authorizing the Secretary to make
15 certain grants-in-aid for projects recommended by the Citizens Committeg;

16 requiring the Secretary to identify an amount in the annual budget of the
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Department for a certain purpose; requiring the Secretary to consider certain
information when designating a budget amount; requiring the Secretary to
include certain itemsin the budget; providing for staffing of the Citizens
Committee; and generaly relating to the Citizens Committee for the
Enhancement of Communities Surrounding Baltimore-Washington
International Airport.

24 2 DEVELOP PROJECTS DESIGNED TO ADDRESS TRANSPORTATION
25 ISSUESTHAT AFFECT LIVABILITY IN THE COMMUNITIES; AND

26 (3) MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE SECRETARY FOR THE FUNDING
27 OF PROJECTS DESIGNED TO ADDRESS TRANSPORTATION ISSUES THAT AFFECT
28 LIVABILITY IN THE COMMUNITIES.

29 (H) (1) THE SECRETARY SHALL CONSIDER THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE

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1 (n IN MAKING A BUDGET DESIGNATION UNDER THIS PARAGRAPH,

3 BALTIMORE-WASHINGTON INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT FOR THE MOST RECENT

4 AVAILABLE CALENDAR YEAR.

5 (1) A BUDGET AMOUNT DESIGNATED UNDER THIS PARAGRAPH
6 SHALL INCLUDE AN AMOUNT EQUAL TO AT LEAST ONE DOLLAR FOR EVERY TAKEOFF
7 AND LANDING OF AN AIRCRAFT THAT OCCURS AT BALTIMORE-WASHINGTON

8 INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT FOR THE MOST RECENT AVAILABLE CALENDAR YEAR.

9 () STAFF SUPPORT FOR THE CITIZENS COMMITTEE SHALL BE PROVIDED BY
10 THE DEPARTMENT.

11 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That theterms of theinitial
12 members of the Citizens Committee for the Enhancement of Communities
13 Surrounding Baltimore-Washington Internationa Airport shall expire as follows:

14 (1) 3 membersin 2002;
15 (2 4 membersin 2003; and
16 (3) 4 membersin 2004.

17 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
18 October 1, 2001.
