14 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
15 MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read asfollows:

19 the person, an officer, partner, controlling stockholder or principal of that person, or

20 person substantialy involved in that person's contracting activities has admitted, in
21 writing or under oath, an act or omission that constitutes grounds for conviction or
22 liability under any law or statute described in subsection (&) of this section.

23 (o) A person may be debarred from entering into a contract with the State:

24 (1) if the Board finds that the person was established or operatesin a
25 manner designed to evade the application of thistitle or to defeat the purpose of this
26 title;
