DURING THE 1990/1991 TO 2000/2001 SEASONS FOR HARVESTING CLAMS IN THE
STATE; AND

2) PROVIDE THAT A PERMIT IS TRANSFERABLE TO A PERSON WHO
PURCHASES A CLAM RIG FROM A PERSON WHO HOLDS A PERMIT IF THE
TRANSFEROR RELINQUISHES THE TRANSFEROR’S RIGHTS UNDER THE PERMIT TO
THE NEW OWNER OF THE CLAM RIG.”.
