10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The mission of Dayspring, Inc. is to support and promote children’s total development (spiritual/
moral, intellectual, social/emotional, and physical) and to assist them in being and becoming
productive, giving members of society. Our goals are to improve education and schooling
outcomes for the children of Baltimore and to develop programs that serve as models for
educating children who have not traditionally had access to high-quality educational settings.

Dayspring, Inc. was incorporated in March 1982 as a private, nonprofit organization. Dayspring
operated a state-approved early education and child care program from 1982 to 1996 serving more
than 300 families in the Park Heights and surrounding communities. In its programs for
elementary and middle school students, Dayspring has remained true to its mission by developing
and implementing programs that 1) allow children to work in authentic environments such as
college computer labs, 2) integrate computer technology, 3) integrate the fine arts, 4) utilize
community resources, and 5) allow students to share their accomplishments in authentic ways.

This project includes repair, renovation, and expansion of Dayspring’s existing property located at
5351-53 Park Heights Avenue, future home of the Visions for Education™ initiative. The facility
will include a 12,000 sq. ft. instructional and multipurpose center and a separate 1,200 sq. ft.
educational resource center. Benefits for the community will include:

* Improved academic achievement and positive developmental outcomes for elementary, middle,
and high school students through after school and weekend programs, parent education, accessible
academic resources, and professional development for classroom teachers;

* New and strengthened partnerships with businesses, academic institutions, service providers, and
community organizations in support of community goals for Park Heights/Pimlico children;

* Access to technology and other resources through community reading room and computer lab/
multimedia center;

* Access to affordable, high quality meeting and office space for individuals, families, and
community-based organizations through the new multipurpose center; and

» Research-based, culturally relevant teaching strategies shared through professional development.

While the facility was in use serving children and families from 1982 to 1996, the buildings' current
repair needs prevent use (see Question 16). The first phase of the capital project is to install the
heating and cooling system necessary to immediately operate the smaller building as an educational
resource center for families, educators, and students while proceeding with repair, renovation, and
addition to the larger building. The construction end date in Question 14 refers to the completion of
the larger building.
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
