10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

MSB’s mission is to educate children and youth who are blind and visually impaired, including
those with multiple disabilities, for functional independence. MSB provides a wide range of
services to a diverse student body, aged infancy through 21 years, whose homes are located
through-out the State of Maryland. MSB serves approximately 190 enrolled students on its
campus located in Parkville, Maryland. Most enrolled students have multiple disabilities and are
often medically fragile, in addition to being blind or visually impaired. Over 100 of these enrolled
students are residential and live at MSB Sunday night through Friday afternoon. Additionally, as
Maryland’s premier resource for blind and visually impaired children and youth, MSB serves
more than 700 students each year throughout the state — in their homes, schools and communities
or through special, time limited programs provided on campus.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

MSB is located on 95 acres in the Parkville section of Baltimore City. The campus currently has 33
buildings for a total of approximately 400,000 sq. ft., including buildings for classrooms,
dormitories, an arts center, a pool, gymnasiums, and administration. Most of the buildings on
campus are supplied water via a single source, four-inch 1932 cast iron domestic water main. Over
the last 75 years the main lines and leaders have become lined with scale and corrosion to the point
that buildings are experiencing pressure drops and the main lines are losing their ability to convey
water at all. At the same time the domestic main is replaced, it is recommended that a second
supply source of water from the south side of the campus be implemented. The School would be
totally without water if the current single source ruptured or was interrupted. Also, the pre-1960’s
era fire water main that services the campus is comprised of transite pipe, which is compressed
asbestos and very fragile. There is great potential for damage. If the fire water main breaks, the
campus would be without fire protection. Because of the vulnerability and condition of the fire
water main, it would be cost effective to combine the fire main into the domestic water main.
