11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Rocky Point - As a result of Hurricane Isabel, 1,500 feet of shoreline bordering the Rocky Point
Golf Course, and 700 feet bordering Rocky Point Park are severely eroded. The shoreline consists
of steep sandy bluffs along the southeast point of both sites. The property is owned by Baltimore
County. The shoreline project may consist of grading and stabilization with vegetation augmented
with stone structures.

Pleasure Island — Pleasure Island is a state owned park located near Hart Miller Island in the
Chesapeake Bay. During Hurricane Isabel, the island experienced severe erosion - but provided
some protection for the Millers Island Community. The proposed project is a shoreline erosion
control project for the island that would use dredged material from the maintenance dredging of the
5,000-foot long channel adjacent to the island. The shoreline project will consist of a combination
of sand fill, breakwaters or sill rock structures and vegetative stabilization. This project is under
design.
