10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

FEI Company is a recognized leader in the development and manufacturing of the highly
specialized and sophisticated tools required to image materials at the nanoscale. By advancing
existing technologies and techniques and developing new ones, FEI is seeking to accelerate and
expand the ability of researchers to obtain essential characterization information about
nanomaterials, such as those used in disease detection and treatment. FEI proposes to partner with
and support key players, including the National Cancer Institute’s Nanotechnology
Characterization Laboratory (NCL), which is engaged in a partnership with NIST and the FDA to
characterize nanoparticles for cancer treatment. This project supports the effort of FEI to create a
facility to share with NCL for nanoparticle characterization, leveraging the expertise and resources
of both.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Ensuring that we take full advantage of the commercial and social benefits of nanotechnology and
manage any risks associated with it requires nanoparticle characterization: understanding what
nanoparticles are, how they behave, and how they interact with biological and environmental
systems. NCL’s mission is to characterize nanomaterials in order to provide the FDA with
information needed to evaluate nanotechnology cancer drug applications. The nature of this project
is to establish a temporary facility to be occupied by FEI and NCL, in order to share costs and
expertise and provide additional space needed by NCL to perform its characterization functions.
This partnership provides NCL with access to state-of-the-art tools and techniques that the
laboratory does not currently have and leverages the expertise of both parties. The facility will be
approximately 21,000 square feet and will have approximately 25 people working there, depending
on the type and number of instruments that are able to be installed. Approximately 10 new high
tech jobs could be created, with other possible supporting jobs established and the possibility for
future expansion.
