10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Allegany County Public Schools Foundation, Inc. was formed to support and ensure the
educational experience and enhance the educational opportunities for all public school students by
providing resources to support a creative teaching atmosphere within the public school system.
The foundation will accomplish goals by applying for grants which will fund educational
programs, fund employee training, purchase school buildings and equipment, provide sub-grant
funding to gifted teachers to develop unique teaching methods and programs, and create avenues
for alumni to become involved in, and support the foundation goals.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

Greenway Avenue Stadium, located in Cumberland, serves as the primary athletic facility for
Allegany and Fort Hill high schools and each year attracts thousands of spectators attending student

athletic events.

Constructed in the 1930’s by the Public Works Administration, the stadium is considered an
historic landmark in the community. Cosmetic enhancements were completed at the stadium in

1996.

A 2006 feasibility study of the stadium, concluded that a number of structural concerns are present.
Plans for the $7 million renovation of the stadium have been designed in phases so that structural
deficiencies most in need of replacement can be addressed in a timely manner to ensure continued

utilization of the facility.

The ACPS Foundation has started a capital improvement campaign for Greenway Avenue Stadium.
