10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Maryland Food Bank was founded thirty years ago as the first food bank on the East Coast
and only the third in the nation. In its first year, the Maryland Food Bank distributed 400,000
pounds of food to 38 food assistance agencies. Today, the Maryland Food Bank provides food to
900 soup kitchens, food pantries, shelters and other community-based organizations across the
state. In Fiscal Year 2008, the Maryland Food Bank distributed 14.3 million pounds of food.

The Maryland Food Bank receives donations from manufacturers, growers, retailers and
wholesalers. These donations are housed in an 87,000 square-foot warehouse in Baltimore County
and a 12,500 square-foot warehouse in Wicomico County, which serves Maryland’s Eastern
Shore. At any one time our warehouses hold more than 1 million pounds of food. The Maryland
Food Bank serves all of Maryland except Prince George’s and Montgomery Counties, which are
served by a sister food bank. The Maryland Food Bank is a member of Feeding America
(formerly America's Second Harvest), the nation's food bank network.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

More than 82 million pounds of food are needed to end hunger for those living in poverty in the
Maryland Food Bank's service area. To reach the level of distribution needed, the Maryland Food
Bank must have a strong infrastructure. The Maryland Food Bank's main distribution center in
Baltimore County desperately needs a new roof. The existing loose-laid ballasted roof was
improperly installed 18 years ago. Insufficient drainage, unsealed seams and cracks in skylights
have led to regular leaks in offices and food storage spaces. The re-roofing and rehabilitation of
office spaces would eliminate ongoing repair costs, reduce energy costs long-term and ensure food
safety. The existing roof has an estimated lifespan of 1-3 years.
