10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Owings Mills High School Sports Boosters and Athletic Department, in conjunction with the
Owings Mills High School, is requesting funding for a major improvement to its athletic facilities.
The goals of the Sports Boosters and Athletic Department include the involvement of all students
in athletics as an avenue for increased student achievement, school moral and pride. This major
improvement would provide the Athletic Department a much needed facility to increase the
revenue base as a gate admission can be charged to those in attendance leading to better funding of
the Athletic Department. In addition, the Sports Boosters will be able to provide even more
support to the Department as revenue is generated from other items, such as concessions, spirit
wear and others. With this increase in revenue the Sports Boosters can provide the student
athletes with much needed new uniforms, safety equipment as well as wellness and fitness training
for coaches and students.

The stadium will be built where the
current main athletic field sits with no need to make major changes to the lay of the land nor the
location of any current athletic field uses. Currently, there is no seating for the student body,
parents or members of the community and neighborhood in which the school is located. It is our
hope that with the stadium, our role in the community will be broadened to allow for more support
and more involvement of our students and staff with the neighborhood. Furthermore, with the
addition of a stadium at Owings Mills High School we will become a destination venue for much
needed facilities in the Northwest communities, beyond just athletics. We welcome any and all
uses of the facility by organizations and communities alike.
