10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

THE ASSOCIATED: Jewish Community Federation of Baltimore is an integrated system of local,
national and international agencies serving as the planning, budgeting and resource producing
center for 20 local social welfare, health, Jewish education and identity agencies. The
ASSOCIATED has provided both financial and humanitarian relief for terrorism and natural
disasters by raising over one million dollars for disaster relief during the 9-11-01 tragedy,
hurricane Katrina, hurricane Isabelle, El Salvador and India earthquakes and the far east Tsunami.
Additionally, THE ASSOCIATED: Jewish Community Federation of Baltimore is a member of
United Jewish Communities (UJC). UJC is a member of National Voluntary Organizations Active
in Disaster (NVOAD). Through a system of Jewish Federations the UJC and other NVOAD
members partner with FEMA to coordinate and provide sheltering, feeding, counseling and other
critical human services and recovery assistance to victims of an Incident of National Significance
or other emergency response period of a disaster (natural and man-made).




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

During Fall 2008 The ASSOCIATED: Jewish Community Federation of Baltimore and its
community partners realized there was a need for an Emergency Response Center in northwest
Baltimore County in case of any natural disaster or infrastructure hazard. The stakeholders knew
Rosewood planned to close and no other public facility could meet the capacity necessary to
accommodate large populations in the event of an emergency situation. As a result, the Owings
Mills Jewish Community Center (JCC) was recommended as a prime location and recently was
designated an Emergency Response Center by the State of Maryland. Baltimore County has
recognized this designation and agreed to enter into an MOU in the event the county wishes to use
the JCC as part of its response to a Baltimore County emergency as defined in the Baltimore
County Emergency Plan. We then learned the designation is contingent on procuring and installing
an adequately sized generator. In order to maintain its role as an Emergency Response Center, the
JCC needs to purchase and install an adequately sized generator.
