10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Babe Ruth Birthplace Foundation, Inc. is an independent, not-for-profit educational institution
dedicated to perpetuating the legacy of Maryland sports at the amateur, collegiate and professional
levels, and to celebrating the contributions of baseball’s greatest star, Baltimore native Babe Ruth.
The Foundation carries out its mission by:

1. Providing educational experiences to Maryland school children through interactive exhibits and
dynamic programs.

2. Serving Marylanders through engaging museum outreach activities.

3. Fostering economic development by serving as a prominent tourist destination.

4. Preserving two historic properties of national significance: Babe Ruth’s birthplace and the B&O
RR’s 1856 Camden Station.

5. Encouraging scholarly research on Maryland sports history by maintaining a library and
archives that serves students, authors, educators, filmmakers and sports fans.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Foundation seeks support for the State’s first permanent exhibition to chronicle the
contributions of Marylanders to the Olympic Games over the past 100-plus years, with special
emphasis on recent games. Visitors will discover a Maryland Olympic tradition dating back to
1896, the first modern games held in Athens, when Baltimore’s Robert Garrett became America’s
first Olympic champion in discus and shot put. The Free State’s ongoing Olympic impact will be
made tangible through original artifacts, interactive games, film and video, and compelling stories.
Visitors will learn about the late great broadcaster Jim McKay, Hall of Fame boxer Sugar Ray
Leonard, Terps basketball star and Rhodes Scholar Tom McMillan, skater Dorothy Hamill (who
has long called our State her home), NBA star Carmelo Anthony, swimmer Katie Hoff, skater
Kimmie Meissner, paraolympian Jessica Long, global superstar Michael Phelps, and many more.

This exhibit will become an enduring symbol of the spirit of amateur competition and a tangible
reminder of the important role physical activity and fitness, commitment, determination and family
support play in sustaining a healthy, energetic, and goal-oriented society.

“Marylanders in the Olympics” (a working title) will be designed as an interactive, media-rich, and
artifact-heavy experience for visitors of all ages. It will be located in the Maryland Hall of Fame
wing of Sports Legends Museum at Camden Yards, the 22,000sf palace of sports memories and
memorabilia that opened in 2005 inside the landmark Camden Station, adjacent to Oriole Park at
Camden Yards.

Among the many original artifacts to be displayed will be Michael Phelps’ Beijing gold medals;
Carmelo Anthony’s Olympic basketball uniform; broadcaster Jim McKay’s Emmys; Sugar Ray
Leonard boxing gloves; and, a game worn lacrosse jersey from the 1932 Olympic Games in Los
Angeles. With many more to come.

This permanent tribute to Maryland athletes will keep the Olympic flame burning year-round, and
inspire young people to pursue their own dreams--on or off the field of play. This exhibition will
become an engaging symbol of athletic competition and love of state and nation, and will serve as a
tangible reminder of the important role played by physical fitness, commitment, determination and
family support in sustaining a healthy, energetic and goal-oriented society.
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
