10. Description and Purpose of Grantee Organization (Limit Length to Visible area)

The Mayor and City Council of Laurel through tax dollars, provide quality home town services
that only small municipalities can. The City realizes that quality recreational activities are
important services that residents are expecting and looking for in the community. The Mayor and
City Council will continue to provide these quality of life services now and in the future.




11. Description and Purpose of Project (Limit Length to Visible area)

The city of Laurel Department of Parks and Recreation provides recreational activities to
approximately 22,000 residents. The Armory Anderson-Murphy Community Center is one of two
recreation centers in the city and was formerly a national guard facility. Recent renovations to the
17,964 sq. ft. center have enabled us to operate the programs year round. Air conditioning was
added to the gymnasium, fitness room, and other areas to allow us to program during the summer
months. Additional work needed to the 82 year old facility include window replacement, interior
handicapped accessibility, completing air conditioning to the remainder of the facility, renovating
meeting rooms, expanding bathrooms, improving gymnasium insulation, and improving the
gymnasium athletic equipment.

The City of Laurel has secured $275,000 from the State for renovation work to the Laurel Armory
Anderson-Murphy Community Center. The Department of General Services has approved a
contract for the first $100,000. Consulting engineers are in the process of preparing the project for
the bid process. We have secured a preservation easement with the Maryland Historic Trust as
required. While we are very appreciative of the funding we have received, it leaves us short of our
renovation goals. We reapply this year with the hope of receiving additional funds to complete the
renovations.
