The City of Rockville is requesting $600,000 for the renovation of the historic Rockville Post
Office building to be converted to a City police facility. Currently, the Rockville Police department
is housed in a facility designed for a department of 30 members. Rockville’s Police department has,
however, grown to 91 members. One of the basic tenets of community oriented policing is to have
the police department in a central and easily accessible location for all citizens. Located at Town
Center, and being close to bus lines and the Metro station makes the Old Post Office building an
ideal location for Rockville’s Police department. Additionally, the project will give this historical
structure new life with a civic purpose. Many of the historical aspects of the building will be
preserved.
