FOR the purpose of adding the payment of certain costs related to parking permits for 4 

a certain residential parking permit area to the list of purposes for which local 5 

impact grants from the proceeds of video lottery terminals may be used; 6 

specifying the manner in which an eligible residential parking permit area is to 7 

be determined; and generally relating to residential parking permit areas.

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 19 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 20

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9–1A–31. 1 

 

 (b) (1) Except as otherwise provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection, 2 

local impact grants provided under subsection (a)(1)(i) of this section shall be used for 3 

improvements in the communities in immediate proximity to the video lottery 4 

facilities and may be used for the following purposes: 5 

 

   (i) infrastructure improvements; 6 

 

   (ii) facilities; 7 

 

   (iii) public safety; 8 

 

   (iv) sanitation; 9 

 

   (v) economic and community development, including housing; 10 

[and] 11 

 

   (vi) other public services and improvements; AND 12 

 

   (VII) TO COVER THE COSTS THAT OTHERWISE WOULD BE 13 

CHARGED TO RESIDENTS FOR PERMITS TO PARK A VEHICLE IN A RESIDENTIAL 14 

PARKING PERMIT AREA THAT IS: 15 

 

    1.  DETERMINED BY THE APPROPRIATE LOCAL 16 

GOVERNMENT AUTHORITY IN CONSULTATION WITH THE LOCAL DEVELOPMENT 17 

COUNCIL ESTABLISHED UNDER SUBSECTION (C) OF THIS SECTION; AND  18 

 

    2.  ESTABLISHED IN IMMEDIATE PROXIMITY TO A 19 

VIDEO LOTTERY FACILITY AUTHORIZED UNDER § 9–1A–36(H) OF THIS 20 

SUBTITLE. 21 

 

 (c) (1) A local development council shall be established in each geographic 22 

area where a video lottery facility is located. 23 

 

  (2) Subject to paragraph (3) of this subsection, a local development 24 

council shall consist of the following 15 members appointed by the chief executive of 25 

the county in which the local development council is located, in consultation with the 26 

Senators and Delegates who represent the communities surrounding the facility and 27 

the respective county councils, city councils, or county commissioners: 28 

 

   (i) one Senator who represents the district where the facility is 29 

located; 30 
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   (ii) two Delegates who represent the districts where the 1 

communities surrounding the facility are located; 2 

 

   (iii) one representative of the video lottery operation licensee; 3 

 

   (iv) seven residents of the communities in immediate proximity 4 

to the facility; and 5 

 

   (v) four representatives of businesses or institutions located in 6 

immediate proximity to the facility. 7 

 

  (3) (i) If the video lottery facility is at a racetrack location at 8 

Laurel Park, the County Executive of Anne Arundel County, the County Executive of 9 

Prince George’s County, and the County Executive of Howard County shall jointly 10 

appoint the local development council. 11 

 

   (ii) If the video lottery facility is at a racetrack location at the 12 

Ocean Downs Race Course: 13 

 

    1. the County Commissioners of Worcester County shall 14 

appoint the local development council; 15 

 

    2. the Senator or the Senator’s designee shall serve as a 16 

member of the local development council; and 17 

 

    3. the Delegates or the Delegates’ designees shall serve 18 

as members of the local development council. 19 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 20
