SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Public Safety
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(a) A law enforcement officer who is denied a right granted by this subtitle
may apply to the circuit court of the county where the law enforcement officer is
regularly employed for an order that directs the law enforcement agency to show cause
why the right should not be granted.

() The law enforcement officer may apply for the show cause order:

(1)  either individually or through the law enforcement officer’s
certified or recognized employee organization; and

Q) at any time prior to the beginning of a hearing by the hearing

board.

(C) ON A FINDING THAT A LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY OBTAINED
EVIDENCE AGAINST A LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER IN VIOLATION OF A RIGHT
GRANTED BY THIS SUBTITLE, THE COURT SHALL GRANT APPROPRIATE RELIEF.
