FOR the purpose of repealing the termination date for a certain provision of law
authorizing the parole commissioner who conducted the hearing on the
revocation of an inmate’s order of parole to require the inmate to serve any
unserved portion of the sentence originally imposed on the inmate; and
generally relating to the revocation of parole.
