SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Local Government
4-108.1.

IF A MUNICIPALITY REQUIRES CANDIDATES IN A MUNICIPAL ELECTION TO
FILE CAMPAIGN FINANCE REPORTS, WITHIN 10 DAYS AFTER THE FILING
DEADLINE FHE-MENECHARTY, EACH CANDIDATE IN THE MUNICIPAL ELECTION
