SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Criminal Law

1-402.

NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION OF LAW, A COURT MAY NOT
IMPOSE A SENTENCE OF LIFE IMPRISONMENT WITHOUT THE POSSIBILITY OF
PAROLE ON AN INDIVIDUAL WHO WAS UNDER THE AGE OF 18 YEARS AT THE TIME
THAT THE OFFENSE WAS COMMITTED.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2016.
