(A) A PERSON SHALL APPLY TO THE DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING FOR A
PERMIT IF THE PERSON UNDERTAKES A DEVELOPMENT PROJECT THAT:

a @ INVOLVES THE CONSTRUCTION OF A TOTAL OF 50 OR MORE
SURFACE PARKING SPACES; OR

(I) WILL RESULT IN A TOTAL OF 50 OR MORE SURFACE PARKING
SPACES WHEN COMBINED WITH EXISTING SURFACE PARKING SPACES; AND

(2) IS LOCATED WITHIN ONE-HALF MILE OF A SCENIC BYWAY, AS
DEFINED IN § 8-725 OF THE TRANSPORTATION ARTICLE.

(B) THE DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING SHALL PROVIDE AN OPPORTUNITY
FOR PUBLIC COMMENT ON THE PERMIT APPLICATION.

(C) IN REVIEWING THE PERMIT APPLICATION, THE DEPARTMENT OF
PLANNING SHALL CONSIDER:

(1) THE IMPACT THE DEVELOPMENT PROJECT WILL HAVE ON THE
SURROUNDING COMMUNITY;

(2) ANY COMMENTS RECEIVED DURING THE PUBLIC COMMENT
PERIOD; AND

ANY OTHER FACTORS THE DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING

CONSIDERS NECESSARY.

(D) THE DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING SHALL ADOPT REGULATIONS TO
CARRY OUT THIS SECTION.
