prohibiting the Board from requiring the publication of an application for a per diem 7 

license as a prerequisite to issuing the license; making conforming changes; and 8 

generally relating to alcoholic beverages licenses in Harford County.

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 (A) (1) A SIMPLE MAJORITY OF THE TOTAL NUMBER OF THE MEMBERS OF 1 

THE BOARD MAY ACT TO APPROVE OR DENY AN APPLICATION FOR A PER DIEM 2 

LICENSE: 3 

 

   (I) IN A FORMAL MEETING, WITH A QUORUM PRESENT; OR 4 

 

   (II) IN ACCORDANCE WITH PARAGRAPH (2) OF THIS 5 

SUBSECTION, THROUGH ORAL OR WRITTEN CONTACT BY ANY METHOD BY THE CHAIR 6 

WITH EACH MEMBER OF THE BOARD. 7 

 

  (2) THE CHAIR SHALL MAKE A WRITTEN RECORD UNDER PARAGRAPH 8 

(1)(II) OF THIS SUBSECTION OF HOW EACH MEMBER AND THE CHAIR VOTED. 9 

 

 (B) THE BOARD MAY NOT REQUIRE THE PUBLICATION OF AN APPLICATION 10 

FOR A PER DIEM LICENSE AS A PREREQUISITE TO THE ISSUING OF THE LICENSE. 11 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 12
