 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 17

OF THE BALTIMORE COUNTY DELEGATION TO THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY. 5 

 

 (C) THE REPORT REQUIRED UNDER THIS SECTION SHALL INCLUDE THE 6 

NUMBER OF MISCONDUCT OFFENSES RELATING TO WEAPONS COMMITTED BY A 7 

STUDENT AT EACH PUBLIC SCHOOL IN BALTIMORE COUNTY DURING THE PREVIOUS 8 

SCHOOL YEAR, INCLUDING: 9

DANGEROUS WEAPON, AS DEFINED IN § 4–401 OF THE CRIMINAL LAW ARTICLE, 13
