Resurfacing is necessary since the current white coat has severely
deteriorated and PG County inspectors require white coat replacement before the pool can be
reopened. The renovation will consist of pumping out existing water and cleaning the
swimming pool in preparation for application of new bond kote, cutting, chipping and
removing existing loose, delaminated or damaged plaster, if needed, and replastering the
interior of the pool prior to applying the bond kote. The renovation will not change the pool
size. No new construction is planned.
