Hance Life Share Building which Farming 4 Hunger leases from Serenity Farm through a
long-term renewabl e lease. Half of the building is dedicated to office and training space value-
added prep space, walk-in fridge, and space for sorting, packaging and distributing fresh
produce that we deliver to the hunger community. The remaining space will be completed
with climate control, paneling, flooring, lighting and a vestibule entry. Making this a year-
round facility is necessary for Farming 4 Hunger to work more efficiently, build capacity,
continue training inmates, offering field trips for Southern Maryland students that includes
agricultural activities, and addiction prevention education to fight the opioid and heroin
epidemic, and increase our community outreach.
