FOR the purpose of altering a certain provision that requires a local board of elections to
provide to the State Board of Elections a copy of the complaint or other pleading that
initiated a judicial proceeding in which a local board is a party by removing the
requirement that the copy be provided by certified mail; and generally relating to
notice provided to the State Board of Elections of judicial proceedings involving a
local board of elections.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Election Law
2-105.

In any judicial proceeding in which a local board is a party, the State Board:

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(1) immediately after the action has been filed, shall be provided [by
