SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

3. For a third or subsequent offense, imprisonment not
exceeding 3 vears or a fine not exceeding $3.000 or both].

THIS SECTION IF THE PERSON PREVIOUSLY HAS BEEN CONVICTED OF:

SHALL BE CONSIDERED A PRIOR CONVICTION UNDER THIS SUBSECTION.

(3) A PERSON WHO VIOLATES THIS SUBSECTION IS GUILTY OF A
MISDEMEANOR AND ON CONVICTION IS SUBJECT TO IMPRISONMENT NOT
EXCEEDING 10 YEARS OR A FINE NOT EXCEEDING $10,000 OR BOTH.
