FOR the purpose of authorizing the Board of License Commissioners for Washington 3 

County to permit a certain license holder that has been issued a certain special 4 

events permit to sell a certain sparkling wine not produced by the license holder; 5 

increasing the number of times a license holder may use a certain special events 6 

permit in a year; authorizing the Board to permit a license holder to use a certain 7 

special events permit more than a certain number of times in a year; repealing a 8 

certain termination provision relating to the issuance of a certain special events 9 

permit by the Board; and generally relating to sales of alcoholic beverages in 10

 (a) There is a special event permit. 8 

 

 (b) The Board may issue the permit to a holder of a Class 3 winery license or a 9 

Class 4 limited winery license. 10 

 

 (c) (1) The permit authorizes the holder to sell for on–premises consumption 11 

beer, wine produced by the holder, and liquor at: 12 

 

  [(1)] (I) an event for which the entire licensed premises has been rented; 13 

or 14 

 

  [(2)] (II) an event that the Board approves. 15 

 

  (2) THE BOARD MAY AUTHORIZE A LICENSE HOLDER TO SELL FOR 16 

ON–PREMISES CONSUMPTION NATURALLY OR ARTIFICIALLY CARBONATED 17 

SPARKLING WINE NOT PRODUCED BY THE LICENSE HOLDER. 18 

 

 (d) The license holder who intends to use the permit shall notify the Board at 19 

least 1 week before the event is to occur. 20 

 

 (e) (1) [The] EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN PARAGRAPH (2) OF THIS 21 

SUBSECTION, THE license holder may use the permit not more than [60] 85 times in a 22 

year. 23 

 

  (2) THE BOARD MAY AUTHORIZE A LICENSE HOLDER TO USE THE 24 

PERMIT MORE THAN 85 TIMES IN A YEAR. 25 

 

 (f) The annual permit fee is $1,000. 26 

 

Chapter 432 of the Acts of 2017 27 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 28 

1, 2017. [It shall remain effective for a period of 2 years and, at the end of June 30, 2019, 29 

with no further action required by the General Assembly, this Act shall be abrogated and 30 

of no further force and effect.] 31 
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 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect June 1
