SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Public Safety

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(A) (1) IN THIS SECTION THE FOLLOWING WORDS HAVE THE MEANINGS
INDICATED.

(2) “LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY” HAS THE MEANING STATED IN
§ 3-201 OF THIS TITLE.

(3) “SURPLUS PROGRAM” MEANS A PROGRAM OPERATED BY THE
FEDERAL GOVERNMENT FOR THE TRANSFER OF SURPLUS MILITARY EQUIPMENT TO
A LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY.

(B) ON OR BEFORE FEBRUARY 1 EACH YEAR, THE DEPARTMENT OF STATE

POLICE SHALL SUBMIT A REPORT ON THE ACQUISITION OF EQUIPMENT BY LAW
ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES THROUGH SURPLUS PROGRAMS WITHIN THE PRECEDING
CALENDAR YEAR TO THE GOVERNOR AND, IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 2-1246 OF THE
STATE GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

(C) THE DEPARTMENT OF STATE POLICE SHALL INCLUDE IN A PROMINENT
LOCATION ON ITS PUBLIC WEBSITE A LINK TO THE DEFENSE LOGISTICS AGENCY’S
REPORT LISTING EXCESS DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE PROPERTY TRANSFERS TO
LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES THROUGH THE LAW ENFORCEMENT SUPPORT
OFFICE.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2019. It shall remain effective for a period of 3 years and, at the end of September
30, 2022, this Act, with no further action required by the General Assembly, shall be
abrogated and of no further force and effect.
