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MISLEADING IN ANY MATERIAL WAY OR IS OTHERWISE A VIOLATION OF §§ 13–301 1 

THROUGH 13–320 OF THE COMMERCIAL LAW ARTICLE. 2 

 

 (C) ALL ADVERTISING FOR MEDICAL CANNABIS OR MEDICAL CANNABIS 3 

PRODUCTS SHALL INCLUDE A STATEMENT THAT THE PRODUCT IS FOR USE ONLY BY 4 

A QUALIFYING PATIENT.  5

October 1, 2019. 7
