care practitioner who is registered under certain provisions of this Act to take certain 8 

actions under certain circumstances; prohibiting an out–of–state health care 9 

practitioner who is registered under certain provisions of this Act from taking certain 10 

actions; requiring that an out–of–state health care practitioner registered under 11 

certain provisions of this Act be held to certain standards and subject to certain 12 

disciplinary actions and sanctions; providing that an out–of–state health care 13 

practitioner may be subject to disciplinary action for practicing without a license 14 

under certain circumstances; requiring each health occupations board to publish 15 

certain information in a certain manner about out–of–state health care practitioners 16 

that are registered under certain provisions of this Act; altering a certain definition; 17 

defining a certain term; making a clarifying change; making conforming changes; 18 

providing for the construction of certain provisions of this Act; and generally relating 19 

to out–of–state health care practitioners and telehealth. 20

   (IV) DESIGNATES A REGISTERED AGENT FOR SERVICE OF 24 

PROCESS IN THE STATE; 25 

 

   (V) AGREES TO COOPERATE WITH THE HEALTH OCCUPATIONS 26 

BOARD ON ANY INVESTIGATION, INCLUDING BY PROVIDING REQUESTED RECORDS; 27

   (VI) PAYS A REGISTRATION FEE, AS SET BY THE HEALTH 29 

OCCUPATIONS BOARD. 30

HEALTH CARE PRACTITIONER’S INFORMATION, INCLUDING ADDRESS, E–MAIL 9 

ADDRESS, OR HEALTH CARE DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS OR RESTRICTIONS ON THE 10 

ABILITY TO PRACTICE IN ANOTHER STATE, UPDATE THE REGISTRATION UNDER THIS 11 

SUBSECTION WITH THE APPROPRIATE HEALTH OCCUPATIONS BOARD WITHIN 30 12 

DAYS AFTER THE CHANGE OCCURS; 13 

 

    3. PROVIDE SERVICES WITHIN THE APPLICABLE SCOPE 14 

OF PRACTICE ESTABLISHED BY STATE LAW; 15 

 

    4. COMPLY WITH ALL LAWS, RULES, AND REGULATIONS 16 

APPLICABLE TO THE PROVISION OF HEALTH CARE SERVICES IN THE STATE, 17 

INCLUDING: 18 

 

    A. THIS SUBTITLE; AND 19 

 

    B. THE LAWS, RULES, AND REGULATIONS UNDER THE 20

OTHERWISE AUTHORIZED TO PRACTICE IN THE STATE, INCLUDING INVESTIGATION 11 

AND DISCIPLINARY ACTION BY THE APPROPRIATE HEALTH OCCUPATIONS BOARD 12 

UNDER THIS ARTICLE. 13 

 

   (II) IF AN OUT–OF–STATE HEALTH CARE PRACTITIONER FAILS 14 

TO REGISTER WITH A HEALTH OCCUPATIONS BOARD UNDER THIS SUBSECTION 15 

BEFORE PROVIDING TELEHEALTH SERVICES TO A PATIENT LOCATED IN THE STATE, 16 

THE OUT–OF–STATE HEALTH CARE PRACTITIONER MAY BE SUBJECT TO 17
