SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, on or before December 1,
2021, the Maryland Institute for Emergency Medical Services Systems, in consultation with
interested stakeholders and in accordance with § 2-1257 of the State Government Article,
shall report to the Senate Education, Health, and Environmental Affairs Committee and the
House Health and Government Operations Committee on efforts to include paramedics in
public health vaccination programs, including programs implemented in other states.

SECTION 4. AND BE ITFURTHER ENACTED, That Section 2 of this Act shall take
effect January 1, 2023.
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SECTION £ 5. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, except as provided in
Section 4 of this Act, this Act 1s an emergency measure, 1s necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public health or safety, has been passed by a yea and nay vote supported
by three—fifths of all the members elected to each of the two Houses of the General
Assembly, and shall take effect from the date it 1s enacted g e etivet
