18-101(C)(1)(11) OF THIS TITLE;

(I) RECEIVED A POSTDOCTORAL RESPECIALIZATION
CERTIFICATE FROM A DEPARTMENT OF PSYCHOLOGY THAT, AT THE TIME THE
CERTIFICATE WAS ISSUED, HAD A DEGREE PROGRAM THAT WAS ACCREDITED BY
THE AMERICAN PSYCHOLOGICAL ASSOCIATION OR THE CANADIAN
PSYCHOLOGICAL ASSOCIATION;

(111) COMPLETED A MINIMUM OF 1,500 HOURS OF
POSTCERTIFICATION ADVANCED TRAINING HOURS OR PRECERTIFICATION
HOURS OF SERVICE AS A REGISTERED PSYCHOLOGY ASSOCIATE IN ACCORDANCE
WITH REGULATIONS ADOPTED BY THE BOARD; AND

(Iv) AT LEAST 2 YEARS OF PROFESSIONAL, SUPERVISED
EXPERIENCE IN PSYCHOLOGY THAT IS APPROVED BY THE BOARD IN
ACCORDANCE WITH REGULATIONS ADOPTED BY THE BOARD.”
