SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Real Property
10-713.

(A) A CONTRACT OF SALE FOR RESIDENTIAL REAL PROPERTY LOCATED
WITHIN 0.5 MILES OF A SITE LISTED ON THE SUPERFUND ENTERPRISE
MANAGEMENT SYSTEM SHALL INCLUDE A NOTICE SIGNED BY THE HOMEOWNER
DISCLOSING THE PROXIMITY OF THE PROPERTY TO A SITE LISTED ON THE
SUPERFUND ENTERPRISE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM, TO BE INITIALED BY THE BUYER.

(B) A CONTRACT SUBJECT TO THE REQUIREMENTS OF SUBSECTION (A) OF
THIS SECTION MAY NOT BE VOIDED SOLELY BECAUSE:
